Installation Instructions and Notes:
1. Your AutoSlide unit should already be installed and programmed. Remove the unit cover.
2. Use a thin screwdriver to pry off the cover of the microwave sensor from the top. Use the included cable to connect the sensor (at either
port) to the Inside Sensor, Outside Sensor, or Pet Sensor port on the unit (see notes section).
3. Use atemporary fixing (command strip, tape) and adjust the position and rotation of the sensor and the sensitivity dial to get the right
placement for your setup.
4. Use the drill holes in the sensor frame to permanently secure the sensor. Once secured put the sensor cover back on.

e Rotate the blue sensitivity dial clockwise to increase sensitivity and counterclockwise to decrease sensitivity.
e Connecting to Inside Port will enable it in Green, Red, and Pet Mode
e Connecting to Outside Port will enable it in only Green and Pet Mode. Turning on DIP switch #4 in your AutoSlide system will disable it in Pet Mode.
e Connecting to Pet Port will enable it in only Pet Mode. Be sure to program Pet Mode first.
Troubleshooting:
Issue Possible Cause Solution
No action Too low voltage Adjust to the appropriate voltage
Cable connection is bad Check cable connection and terminals
Abnormal action The dirt cover surface of sensor housing Clean the surface
Sudden changes in the detection regional environment Inspect the environment
Unexpected action (or repeat triggering) A moving object is in the detection region Remove the object
A drop of water on the sensor cover/mask Remove drop and protect from water source
Shock of installation plane Fix installation place
Overlapping between the detection region and door Adjust the sensors angle to be away from the door
